[Tm very prone to being overweight," she ex-plained. "I bave to diet quite a lot; otherwise l'd be huge. Just looking at certain foods makes me fat."

For Diane suffers from a violent stomach disease she picked up while working abroad. And it keeps coming back.
"I caught dysentery. I thought I was going to die. It was terrlfying. A horrible way to lose weight, but effe e Uve."
Then thè disease struck again, when Diane was on a Middle East tour. She said: "That time I went down to under seven stone.
"Doctors could do nothing for me. They said thè disease just had to work its way out of my System, ìt was awful. I remember passing out a few times."
Diane was once married to actor Paul Green-wood, who starred in thè TV comedy Rosie.
They divorced not long after marrying. They have a daughter, Melissa, 24, who is also an actress. She starred as Sophia in TV s Sophia and Constance.
In 1982, Diane, who lives in South-West London, wed TV producer Neil Zeiger.
They split five years later, but remaìn great frìends. Neil was thè producer of The Ruth Rendell Mysteries.
In thè Mysteries, Diane plays a new character, Jen-ny Ireland, who marries Detective Inspector Burden.
These days thè most important person in Diane's Ufe is herself.
She said: "After years of sharìng my life with my daughter or a husband, I can fmally do things I want to.
"The only person Trti answerable to is myself, and I love Ìt."
